These three chord shapes 
allow you to play major chords 
all over the fingerboard with a 
low-A drone: I-IV-V pattern for 
A major and I-bVII-IV for A 
modal.

These chord shapes, used in 
conjunction with the above 
major chords, will help you to 
play in A minor up the neck. 
(i-bVII-IV or i-bVII-bVI)
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
